The Village of Charlotte's "lock-up" was a small one story frame build-
ing on a stone foundation. It was located on Lighthouse Street just
south of the Charlotte-Genesee Lighthouse. There were several hold-
ing cells in the basement. It was abandoned and replaced by a brick
building on Stutson Street shortly after Charlotte became part of the
city. Archeological digs on the old site revealed the original basement
walls intact. The site has since been covered over for safety concerns.

The Old Lockup on Lighthouse St., Charlotte - Built in 1872. Abandoned
in 1915, when the new Village Hall and Jail were built on Stutson St.
